INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Park the vehicle on a hard, level surface and engage the emergency brake. Place chocks in front and behind
wheels to prevent rolling. Observe all safety precautions and wear safety glasses.

2. Raise rear of vehicle allowing the axle to hang freely. Support the frame using safety jack stands.

3. Remove existing factory bump stop assembly by grasping it firmly and with a twisting and pulling motion, work it
until the bump stop pops out of the retaining cup. It can also be pried out of the retaining cup utilizing a large flat

blade screwdriver.

4. Using a 13mm socket and ratchet wtih extension, remove the bolt and retaining cup.

5. Attach the Mounting Plate [ITEM B] to the frame where the factory bump stop was located using the M10 FHCS
[ITEM D]. Position the Mounting Plate so the rounded side is facing inboard (see diagram).

Options: To avoid the metal lip on the frame for year models 1999 - 2002, it is necessary to install the Spacer
[ITEM C] between the Mounting Plate and the frame. On 2003 - 2008, Spacer installation is optional.

6. Apply a drop of Blue Thread Locker to protruding threaded stud from underside of adaptor plate and screw the
SumoSpring [ITEM A] back onto the Mounting Plate securely.

7. Repeat steps 3 through 6 on the other side of the vehicle.

8. Jack up vehicle, remove safety jack stands.

9. Carefully lower vehicle to the hard surface. Remove the chocks in front and back of the rear wheels.
